 .... as to the farm I do know a little  about what happened and why   The farm on M-50 was   beautiful.  It was about 350 acres and was a dairy farm.  They raised their own feed and had at least one hired man  maybe more.   They milked the cows by hand each morning and then John and Claude delivered the milk on a regular route.   There was only 2 brothers  Earl and Claude.   Earl being the oldest had gone to Michigan State College in Lansing,Michigan and took the Agriculture course.    Mother told me that he never had a real interest in farming    just that he was the oldest and went to College  while Claude helped on the farm and then went in the service during WW1...  while overseas his dad(John) died.   Uncle Earl had married  so their mother (Cora Belle)  was alone and forced to sell the farm.  She moved into Jackson and lived on Webster Street for awhile.       After Mother and Daddy married they lived on Francis Street.    CoraBelle died shortly after  or just before   Dale was born.      John also owned 2 other farms  the one in Brighton Michigan went to Claude and Emma    and Earl got the other farm but I dont know where that one was located    .......when Gene and me and Carl was young Claude(our daddy)   would take us out to walk on the back acres of the farm  someone else of course lived there but  daddy knew those acres and  how to get on them without ever going near the farmhouse  we  went through the woods and he showed us things that interested him and  us too     anything about nature he loved    I wish I could tell you a lot more but maybe this will help to fill in some blank spaces    if I ever think of  something Ive temporarily forgotten I`ll write and tell you  its great to have everyone know what we know and remember so much is never told and it  is gone for good   so    here I`ll just say  we love you and bye bye  Betty and Dick
